T I P S

Before you start packing, consider these tips:

• Don’t procrastinate. Begin the packing process as soon
as you confirm your move.

• Develop a milestone calendar to make sure you stay on
schedule. (Example: a 7 room that has to be packed in
14 days should allow 2 days per room).

• Go through your house and identify “like” items that can
be packed together. This will make unpacking easier.

• Focus and pack room by room
• Pack a “to go” box with your personal items you will

need on the day of the move that contains items such as
toothbrush, change of clothes, medication, pet foot, etc.

• Pack smaller boxes with heavier items to avoid breakage
(bottom falling out).

• Pack larger boxes with lighter items to avoid excessive
weight (i.e., pillows).

• Use towels and your own blankets as blankets to protect
fragile items.

• Identify items to be donated early in the process so you
don’t consider packing of those items in your
calculation.

• Mark items for storage so they can be loaded first (front
of the truck).
